Intensive Child Development Training Course

Objectives:  This course is a hands-on, intensive study of child development and curricula, focusing on young children, ages 0 to 5 years old. Students learn  frame-works, models and theorists of child development, influences on young children’s development, and basic principles for planning high-quality, responsive educational programs for young children. Students learn to apply developmentally appropriate ap-proaches to teaching and learning, and the foundations integral to creating challenging, respectful, supportive learning environments. Through hands-on study and direct practice, students deepen the knowledge, skills and dispositions needed for the profession.  
Instruction:  The training program includes both seminar hours and student teaching; methods include lecture/ discussion and supervised hands-on field work.       
Students who complete the program, and who also have earned the Child Development Associate Credential (CDA), will be awarded credit for the following two courses:
Introduction to Working With Young Children (3 cr. Basic).
Early Childhood Field Experience (or Early Child-hood Elective Credit) (3 cr. Basic) 
Students who complete the program also qualify for the following course credit:
