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At the request of the Connecticut Women's Health and Legal Fund (CWEALF), Charter Oak State College undertook a review of the Health Technology curriculum offered by the state's technical high schools.  The intent of this project was to align the Connecticut Technical High School curriculum with the Connecticut Community Colleges’ HTL103: Investigation in Health Careers course in order to inform students about career pathways in health care and to afford students who complete parallel coursework in high school the opportunity to achieve college credit for HLT103.  
On completing the review, the team recommended  that three (3) semester hours of credit at the lower level be awarded to students upon graduation from a Connecticut Technical High School with successful completion of the 4-year health technology curriculum.
