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The Connecticut Women’s Education and Legal Fund (CWEALF) is a statewide non-profit organization dedicated to empowering women, girls and their families to achieve equal opportunities in their personal and professional lives. At the request of CWEALF, Charter Oak State College undertook a review of Health Career curricula offered by the state's comprehensive high schools, technical high schools, community colleges and other educational and technical assistance organizations.  The intent of this project is to align Connecticut high school curricula with the Connecticut Community College HTL103: Investigation in Health Careers course in order to inform students about career pathways in health care and to afford students who complete parallel coursework in high school the opportunity to achieve college credit for HLT103.  
As a first step, Charter Oak conducted a comparison review of Connecticut Career Choices' Foundations of Health Science and Technology course, and recommended credit equivalent to the CT Community Colleges’ HLT103 for students who successfully complete this course as part of their high school curriculum.

Connecticut Career Choices:  Investigation in Health Careers     (3 cr. Basic)

Objectives: This course is offered as Foundations of Health Sciences and Technology, an introduction to healthcare careers.  The course is delivered on line by CT Career Choices, and is designed as an overview of healthcare occupations and the skills required for success in the health service industry.  The course includes academics in healthcare, ethics, teamwork, employability skills, health maintenance and safety practices as well as information technology applications. It touches upon the impact of technology on the quality of healthcare services, and a basic overview of biology is also included.  The course examines the medical needs of a culturally diverse society and the legal responsibilities of healthcare providers.  Students are exposed to the many different career paths possible for those interested in healthcare.  The primary focus of the course is to expose students to the many possibilities in healthcare and to inspire them to create a professional, well-developed ePortfolio.  Students are also required to develop a unique presentation of their research. 
Instruction:   The course uses a blended instructional strategy to deliver instructional resources, student learning activities, and student assessments in an online environment.  All students and teachers are provided access and instruction in the use of Moodle, an Internet-based course management system that provides all the communication tools and multimedia instructional resources needed for the course in a secure online environment.
