This course is designed for project managers or team leaders who want to strengthen their project management skills in preparation to lead larger or more complex projects as well as build upon foundational skills to assist in career development.  The boot-camp is an introduction and overview of the complete PMI PMBOK. In addition, learning is  supported and reinforced via a robust case study, quizzes, and culminates with a team presentation.
