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Education Connection (EC) is one of Connecticut’s six Regional Service Centers.  Their mission as the regional educational service center in western Connecticut is to cooperatively promote the success of school districts and their communities by providing educational and related services from Head Start to Adult Education. Education Connection’s Center for 21st Century Skills (Center21) was established to focus the work of EC staff in the area of 21st Century high school Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics Education Coalition (STEM) curriculum and professional development throughout Connecticut and Massachusetts. In 2002, the Center21 formed a strategic alliance with the CT Office for Workforce Competitiveness and the CT College of Technology to advance STEM education via the Connecticut Careers Choices (CCC) program. In 2007, the EC Center21 was awarded a National Science Foundation (NSF) Advanced Technological Education (ATE) grant. The main activity under this award is development of high school courses for the CCC program that articulate into the Connecticut Community College system. Courses are aligned to state and national science/technology standards, developed in collaboration with high school teachers, college faculty and STEM professionals while addressing 21st century workforce needs. To allow students to transfer course credit to regionally accredited colleges and universities, Education Connection requested Charter Oak State College to review two of their online courses.
