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Hartford Hospital's Department of Education was established in 1971. Courses and programs are developed and revised based on the essentials set forth by the Department of Public Health and the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.  The Depart-ment of EMS Education requested an assessment of four of their courses to allow students to transfer course credit to regionally accredited colleges and universities.

Anatomy & Physiology for the EMS Provider       (3 cr. Basic)

Dates:   January 2001-February 2008
Length:
      112 hours

Objectives: This course is designed to provide an EMS provider with knowledge of Anatomy and Physiology, with attention paid to how this knowledge is applied in the pre-hospital setting. A systematic approach to the human organism is used, including the body as a whole, its major organ systems, their inter-relations and how they change throughout a person's life.

Instruction:    A mixture of lecture and discussion.
Paramedic Clinical Experience  (3 cr. Basic)

Dates:  March 2001 – February 2008
Length:     260 hours  over 16 months: approximately one 8-hour session per week: includes 45-hour lecture component.  

Objectives:  This course is designed to instruct students to become competent, confident, entry-level paramedics.
Instruction:     The course consists of clinical rotations at a variety of clinical sites, under supervision of approved preceptors, supplemented by lecture/ discussion sessions.
Principles of Paramedic Practice  (19 cr. Basic)
Dates:  January 2001 – February 2008
Length: 600 hours over 16 months: 150 four-hour sessions.
Objectives   Designed to instruct students to become competent, confident, entry-level paramedics.
Instruction:  The course is a mixture of lecture/discus-sion and lab experiences including field-performance based scenarios, procedure practice on mannikins, role-playing, and other psychomotor activities.
