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The Women’s Leadership Institute at Hartford Seminary, begun in 1996, is an experience-based program consisting of a series of learning opportunities for the purpose of gaining facility in articulating the essentials of a feminist perspective in religion and spirituality.  The program gives graduates the knowledge and skills to lead others to similar understandings in local or regional settings. Essential components of the program include completion of nine monthly seminar sessions and completion of any one Hartford Seminary course.  
In order to gain credit from Charter Oak State College for this program, participants MUST successfully complete all three components listed below, which include the two Institute segments of monthly sessions (WS-551-2 & WS-552-2) and complete one 3 (three) credit course listed in the Hartford Seminary catalog. Upon successful completion of the three program components and receipt of the Women's Leadership Institute certificate, participants may receive 9 (nine) credits through Charter Oak State College. Hartford Seminary students who completed Institute Sessions I and II & the 3-credit course requirement during the 5 (five) years prior to August, 2001 may present an official Hartford Seminary transcript to be awarded 9 (nine) undergraduate credits.
