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The Learning Curve, in conjunction with the Opticians Association of America, developed an opticianry program for working ophthalmic professionals. The program consists of four opticianry courses that are taken as self-study courses with a short residency requirement. Prerequisites for the program include three years or 6000 hours of ophthalmic employment, a current state license or certification from one of the following certification bodies: ABO (American Board of Opticianry), or NCLE (National Contact Lens Examiners) or JCAHPO (Joint Commission of Allied Health Personnel in Ophthalmology).
